This calendar includes four different course formats for the Teacher of Swimming & Water Safety Certificate
numbered 1R, 1R (CPR), 2R, and 3R. The formats, detailed above, have been chosen to provide a variety of
options for attending the course to potential candidates in recognition of busy and varied lifestyles. Three of the
course formats now include a pre-course CD-ROM that will be sent to you with your course information and course
manual. The Pre-Course CD-ROM has been designed to suit those who cannot commit as much time attending the
course presentations however candidates should note that the CD-ROM is to be viewed before attending the first
day of the course. Where the course does not include the pre-course CD-ROM and all the course modules are
covered in the presentations delivered during the course. Each format includes all of the same course modules and
takes the same average number of hours required to complete.

Enrolment confirmation:

Once you have chosen a suitable course and enrolled by either sending us a completed enrolment form or booking
securely online via our website you will be posted a letter and tax invoice of confirmation of your booking. This
letter also includes important course information and we include a copy of the course timetable. Please refer to the
timetable for confirmation of venues and session times.

Payment of course fees:

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Attending a course for the AUSTSWIM teacher of Swimming and Water Safety is the first step to becoming a
fully qualified teacher. Once you have completed the course and passed the 2 hour written theory exam you
are ready to start the post-course requirements. These include supervised practical teaching experience
organized at a centre of your choice within 12 months of attending the course. (You are likely to be asked to have a
current CPR Certificate in place before starting this step). A nominal figure of 20 hours has been set for
completing the teaching experience. After completing the 20 hours your supervisor will advise if you are competent.
Thereafter AUSTSWIM require a copy of your current CPR Certificate as well as your completed post-course
assessment paperwork before you will be issued with your AUSTSWIM certificate and registration card valid for
three years. AUSTSWIM Teachers are required to maintain their qualification by actively teaching, attending
professional development and to re-register every 3 years.
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Candidates should arrange their voluntary 20 hours practical teaching experience at a pool/centre/swim school of choice.
Contact your local pool/centre/swim school to ask of availability. Ensure they have a suitably qualified AUSTSWIM teacher
who can supervise you and sign off your paperwork.

AUSTSWIM require candidates to have evidence of a valid Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (or CPR) Certificate before
your AUSTSWIM certificate will be awarded. The CPR Certificate must have been issued by a Registered Training
Organisation (or RTQ). Initial courses last around 4 hours and updates, 2 hours approx. Costs can vary depending on the
provider. NB: Candidates with a first aid certificate should note the CPR component is only valid for 12 months. Common
examples in Western Australia include:

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The 2 hour written theory exam is normally scheduled to run on the following Wednesday after your course. Exams will
normally be held at the AUSTSWIM Training Room unless otherwise specified on your Course Timetable.

Candidates, who are unable to attend the scheduled exam time, must contact the AUSTSWIM WA office to discuss
alternatives. Candidates requiring assistance during the exam i.e. an oral exam and need a reader and or a scribe should
contact the AUSTSWIM WA office to discuss arrangements for this at least 7 DAYS PRIOR to attending the course.

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The AUSTSWIM Teacher of Swimming & Water Safety Certificate (TSW) enables graduates to teach swimming and water
safety to school aged children (from 4 up to 12 yrs old). You can then choose any elective course to enhance your
technical knowledge and become a Teacher of:

Infant and Preschool Aquatics (INF) (from 6 months up to 4 yrs old)

People with Disabilities (PWD)

Adults (ADULT) (from 18 yrs old upwards)

Towards Competitive Strokes (TCS) (bridging course to becoming a coach of experienced swimmers)

All of the electives can be started after the course for the TSW has been attended but will only be issued after the TSW
certificate has being issued to the candidate following satisfactory completion of all post course assessments.

AUSTSWIM insurance covers each candidate whilst under supervision completing his or her volunteer nominal twenty
hours practical teaching experience. NB Candidates must have completed and passed the written theory exam prior to
starting the 20 hours. Once certified, it is the candidate’s responsibility to check with their employer whether they are
covered for professional indemnity whilst employed.
