4. Estimate number of Professional Development hours. A minimum of 10
hours is to be gained over the 3 year period. Hours can be gained by
attending aquatic education courses, conferences, seminars, in-house training
and other relevant training courses. All professional development must be
accredited or registered with AUSTSWIM. If in doubt please seek approval
from AUSTSWIM. Examples listed on AUSTSWIM website. See over page on how to convert

points to hours.

5. Estimate number of Practical Teaching Experience hours. A minimum of
40 hours is to be gained over the 3 year period. You must be able to show
evidence in qualifications held (PWD, INF, TSW, TCS, AD)

6. Provide details of your current CPR Certificate. A current (within 12 months)
CPR Certificate is required to maintain your AUSTSWIM re-registration and
must be completed with an approved provider. For more information on approved

CPR providers and requirements please visit our website www.austswim.com.au

7. Pay a re-registration fee of AUD $120.00 GST inclusive. This fee covers 3
years of registration).
